Bursary explained and Eligibility Criteria 2025-2026
Section A – Bursary Explained
The 16 to 19 Bursary Fund is money the government has given to local authorities, schools, colleges and other education and training providers (education institutions) to give to students who need financial help to stay in education. 

There are 2 types of 16 to 19 bursaries: 

· a vulnerable bursary of up to £1,200 a year for young people in one of the defined vulnerable groups
· discretionary bursaries that institutions award to meet individual needs. For example, transport, meals, books and equipment.
Wellington School is responsible for managing both types of bursary for its students.
Vulnerable bursary

If you are a student is in one of the groups below, you can apply for a vulnerable bursary; 
· in care 
· care leaver 
· getting Income Support or Universal Credit in place of Income Support in your own right 
· getting Employment Support Allowance (or Universal Credit in place of ESA) and Disability Living Allowance or Personal Independence Payments in your own right
Amount paid

You could get up to £1,200 if you study full time for a minimum of 30 weeks. If your course is only for a few hours a week or less than 30 weeks, you will probably get less.
Proof you’re eligible for a vulnerable bursary

Wellington School will need proof you’re eligible. This could be a letter from your local authority showing you are in care or a care leaver. It could be a letter from the Department of Work and Pensions showing the benefits you receive. 
Young carer

As a young carer you won’t get a vulnerable bursary, unless you fall into one of the other defined vulnerable groups. Instead you may be able to apply for a discretionary bursary.
Young parent

If you’re a young parent getting Income Support or Universal Credit in your own name you may get a vulnerable bursary. If you don’t get a vulnerable bursary, you may be able to apply for a discretionary bursary.
Discretionary bursary
If you don’t fall into one of the vulnerable groups, but you need financial help to stay in education, you can apply for a discretionary bursary. You must be between 16 and 19 years old and in full or part-time further education or training.
Wellington School sets the eligibility criteria for the bursary because funds have to be targeted at students who need them most. How much a student gets is up to the school. Wellington school will decide who gets a bursary, how much, when it’s paid and what it should be spent on. There is not an unlimited amount of funds and this has to be considered when approving applications and making allocations.
Family’s finances

If you apply, the school will ask for evidence of your family’s household income. Examples could include; 

· a letter from the Department of Work and Pensions showing receipt of benefits
· a P60
· a Tax Credit Award Notice 
· evidence of your family’s annual income
· 3 months’ worth of payslips or bank account statements 

Section B: Eligibility for Wellington School Discretionary Bursary
1) You must be aged: 
· over 16 
· under 19 at 31 August before the start of the academic year
2) You should be in one of the following categories
· Been in receipt of Free School Meals for the last two years
· Household Income of less than £25,000 per year or who face exceptionally challenging circumstances
The available funds are limited and the school must target funds to the students with the greatest needs. Eligibility cannot therefore guarantee an award.

3) Conditions
Students in receipt of a discretionary bursary will be expected to comply with Wellington School’s policies in respect of attendance (at least 95%), lateness and behaviour, and will be expected to demonstrate commitment to their course through completion of work and engagement in class activities. If a bursary student does not meet these requirements (reviewed termly), Wellington School will discontinue payment.
4) How to apply

Please complete the Bursary application form by Monday 29th September 2025 and ensure copies of any relevant documents are enclosed. 

5) Payment of the bursary

How the bursary is paid is up to the school It may be paid into your bank account in a lump sum or instalments. You may get cash or a cheque. Or, it might be paid ‘in kind’, which means instead of getting money, you could get a compulsory trip part or fully paid for, a travel pass, meal vouchers or course equipment. You might get paid partly in money and partly ‘in kind’.
Wellington school decides who is eligible for the bursary fund, as well as how much a student should be awarded, and when the payments will be made. As the bursary is to help pay for things you need to stay in education, Wellington School will say what you should spend it on. The school may also ask for receipts for what you’ve spent it on.
Wellington School can set conditions on your bursary. These are rules you need to stick to so you can receive support from the bursary fund.
6) Fraud

Declaration

If you or your parents or carers provide false or incomplete information on your bursary application, you may be committing fraud. Details of your application may be passed to the Department for Education or the police. You and your parents or carers could be prosecuted. Wellington School will ask you to pay back any payments you should not have had. 

As part of the assessment of your application Wellington School may do sample checks. The school could ask you for further evidence. If that evidence is not provided, or results in a lower award being due, the school may stop payments and ask you to pay back any payments you should not have had.
